LOGLINE

SERIES OVERVIEW

Set in the pulse of Atlanta’s hip-hop scene, The Line is a high-stakes, character-driven
thriller that explores the explosive intersection of power, corruption, and survival. The story
follows Agent Tom Whitaker, a by-the-book investigator with a bruised past, and Monique
“Mo” Sanders, a self-made music mogul with ties to the streets and a business to protect.

What begins as a protection assignment turns into a fight for truth as the pair uncover a
criminal conspiracy using Atlanta’s music scene as cover. As layers of deception unravel,
Tom and Mo's unlikely partnership is tested by betrayal, ambition, and personal loss. The
line between right and wrong and between protector and target—begins to blur.
