HOW THE HOLLOW-EYED WORK:

They Feed on Forgotten Memory — The Hollow-Eyed are drawn to

trauma, secrets, and self-erasure.
What you bury, they feed on.
What you forget, they can take.

What you name, they lose the ability to wear.

"They don't come for the strong. They come for the silent—

what you hide, they wear better than you."



SETTING: GRIEF HOLLOW

A forgotten Appalachian community where folk magic and modern
isolation collide. Grief Hollow exists in the liminal space between
remembered and forgotten—a place where the past refuses to stay

buried.

The Campbell House — Ruth's childhood home, now filled with
bone artifacts, mirrors covered in ash markings, and journals

documenting generations of bone conjuring.

The Binding Woods — Ancient forest where the Hollow-Eyed were
first bound by Ava's ancestors. Marked by bone totems and memory

stones.

Granny Mae's Cabin — A sanctuary of folk knowledge, filled with

handcrafted protection charms and bone-binding tools.




MYTHOLOGY & LORE

VULNERABILITIES OF THE HOLLOW-EYED:
Cannot enter uninvited. Requires broken seal + name.
Cannot wear what has been bound by memory.
Lose power when named. Naming a mimic collapses it.
Disoriented by iron, fresh blood, and ancestral fire (burnt kin-bone).
