Storyline

Act I: A Tree Lot in Trouble
Marcus inherits the Christmas tree lot after his dad passes. It's twelve days before Christmas, and business
is slow. Jada is unimpressed by her new "after-school job" and wants to be back in her mom’s condo with decent
WiFi. Marcus promises he’'ll make it a Christmas to remember.

They get a flurry of quirky customers—arguing couples, lost tourists, wannabe influencers-all of whom add to
the comedy. Ava shows up looking for a tree for her shop and immediately bumps heads with Marcus.

Act II: Twelve Days of Mayhem
